On 8 March, International Women’s Day, UNESCO opens the call for nominations
for the second edition of the UNESCO Prize for Girls’ and Women’s Education.

Funded by the Government of the People’s Republic of China, the Prize rewards innovative and
outstanding projects by individuals, institutions and organizations that are advancing girls’ and
women's education. Laureates receive USD 50,000.

Last year, the Directorate of Early Childhood Education of the Ministry of Education and Culture
from the Republic of Indonesia and the Female Students Network Trust from Zimbabwe were
recognized for their innovative projects.

Governments of all Member States as well as non-governmental organizations (NGOs) in official
partnership with UNESCO can nominate up to three individuals, institutions or organizations.
Nominations must be submitted online in English or French and need to focus on a specific
project or programme.

Nominations are assessed by an independent jury of five international experts on the basis of
their potential for impact, innovation and sustainability. Projects must have been running for at
least two years, have the potential to be replicable, scalable and/or provide significant learning
potential for other initiatives. They must also contribute to one or more of the five priority areas
of the prize. Self-nominations are not accepted. Interested candidates should contact the
National Commission for UNESCO of their country, or an NGO in official partnership with
UNESCO.



All nominations must be submitted online by 5 May 2017 (midnight, Paris time) at this link, only
accessible to UNESCO Member States and NGOs in official partnership. The two laureates will be
announced by the Director-General in September 2017.

Gender equality in education is a basic right and a prerequisite to build inclusive societies.
Although notable progress has been made over the last 20 years, 16 million girls will never set
foot in a classroom (UNESCO Institute for Statistics).

The UNESCO Prize for Girls' and Women'’s Education honours outstanding innovation and
contributions made by individuals, institutions and organizations to advance girls’ and women'’s
education. Itis the first UNESCO Prize of this nature and will be unique in showcasing successful
projects that improve and promote the educational prospects of girls and women and in turn,
the quality of their lives.

Supported by the Government of the People’s Republic of China, the Prize is conferred annually
to two laureates and consists of an award of USD 50,000 each to further their work in the area
of girls’ and women's education.

The two laureates of the first edition of the Prize were selected by the Director-general of
UNESCO on the basis of recommendations by the International Jury, composed of five experts in
girls' and women’s education. The Prize was awarded for the first time to two outstanding
projects from Indonesia and Zimbabwe at an official ceremony that was held in Beijing, P.R. China
in June 2016.

Established in 2015 by UNESCO’s Executive Board, the Prize will contribute to the attainment of
the 2030 Sustainable Development agenda, particularly SDG goals 4 on education and 5 on
gender equality. It will also support UNESCO’s global priorities included in the Medium-term
Strategy 2014-2021 and the Gender Equality Action Plan 2014-2021 (GEAP I1).

En la edicion 2016 del Premio, fueron galardonados por sus proyectos innovadores el Directorio
de Desarrollo de la Educacion de la Primera Infancia de Indonesia y el Fondo Fiducidario de la
Red de Alumnas de Zimbabwe.

Cada candidatura sera evaluada por un jurado independiente integrado por expertos
internacionales que tomara como base su potencial en términos de incidencia, innovacion y
sostenibilidad. Los proyectos deben existir, por lo minimo, desde hace dos afios, ser facilmente
retomados, ampliables y/o ofrecer grandes posibilidades de aprendizaje para otras iniciativas.
También deben aportar contribuciones en uno o varios de los &mbitos prioritarics designados
por el Premio. No se aceptaran candidaturas espontdneas. Los candidatos interesados deben
ponerse en contacto con la Comision Nacional para la UNESCO en su pais o una Organizaciéon No
Gubernamental (ONG) que colabore con la Organizacion.
